Use a Phillips head screwdriver to unscrew the three screws on the front
cover, then open the back junction box.

Using the screws and screw plugs provided, secure the spotlight horizontally
to the wall.

MAINTENANCE PROGRAM

After a period of time the lamp and lantern surfaces can accumulate dust
and debris. This accumulation of dust and debris can directly influence the
performance of lamps and fitting. A regular cleaning maintenance program
for lamps and lanterns should be run on a 6 monthly cycle.

. During the regular cleaning maintenance program it is important to check

that all parts are in good condition and any loose screws are tightened.

. During the cleaning process it is important to not use corrosive or volatile

liquids. The use of corrosive or volatile liquids may cause a chemical
reaction and may influence the performance. It is recommended to use a
damp cleaning cloth.
